
On the last Friday of each month, donations 

of nonperishable food items can be donated 

in exchange for cash off of your bill that 

week. Each family can earn up to 10% off of 

their bill which is due on the last Friday in 

which 1 can = $2. For example, if a family 

pays $140 per week  for childcare, they can 

bring in enough items to reduce their bill by 

up to $14. Because each item is equal to 

$2, they would bring in 7 items to reach this 

reduction amount.  

In addition, families can reduce their cost of Parent’s Night Out in the same 

fashion for up to 50% off their Parent’s Night Out Services. Donated items will 

still count as $2 for 1 item.  

All items donated will be taken to the Mid-Ohio Food Bank. 

 

In February, the last Friday of the month falls on February 24th and the reduced 

payment will apply to the week of February 27—March 2. 

 

Parent’s Night Out dates this month are February 10th and February 24th.

While I am not harshly against the 

consumption of bottled juice, I feel it is my duty to provide nutrition 

which I feel is beneficial and not   detrimental to your child’s health. 

 

In order to accomplish this goal, juice has been eliminated and its 

place the children have organic milk with their morning snack and 

bottled water with every other meal and snack. At meal times the 

children are  given some combination of fresh fruits and vegetables 

so they are offered two servings. Morning snack       consists of 

Cheerios or Gluten-Free Chex and afternoon snack has been altered 

from a cracker-type snack to fruit. If you have any questions or con-

cerns, please feel free to email me.
